Good book if you want steps to skimming, analyzing, and grouping literature. The book has some repetitive elements and makes several assumptions about the readers prior knowledge, however the steps themselves can be helpful to students.
Johnson, R. B., & Christensen, L. B. (2008). Educational research: Quantitative, qualitative, and mixed approaches (3rd ed.). Thousand Oaks, CA: Sage Publications.
Chapter 2 of this textbook has a good overview of the literature review process. 
Foss, S., & Waters, W. (2007). Destination dissertation: A traveler’s guide to a done dissertation. Rowman & Littlefield Publishers, Inc.
Provides an accessible approach to developing and completing the dissertation. Includes helpful step-by-step suggestions for each part of the dissertation with a lot of examples to help it all sink in.
Single, P. B. (2010). Demystifying dissertation writing: A streamlined process from choice of topic to final text. Sterling, VA: Stylus Publishing, LLC.
A practical, how-to-write guide on completing the dissertation and many elements within. The most useful part of the book for the literature review is the chapter on citable notes, a process to focus and take useful notes.
